Grant application period runs March 1-31, 2022 

Charlottesville, VA — The Junior League of Charlottesville’s annual Spring Community Grants applica-
tion is open and will run through March 31, 2022. Individual grants of up to $4,000 will be awarded to 
fund time-limited projects aligned with the theme of Empowering Women Through Mentorship, the Jun-
ior League of Charlottesville’s focus area. 

Projects must impact women and girls in the Central Virginia area, and ideally recipient organizations 
would also provide volunteer or training opportunities for League members. Applications are due no later 
than close of business on March 31.
